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A Word to Parents:
Buddy Barrel just had a birthday. For over
50 years this little yellow barrel bank has
been the symbol for missions giving for
Assemblies of God children. They know
that filling up Buddy with their dollars
and change is serious business. They’re
kids on a mission—a crusade. That’s why
it’s called Boys and Girls Missionary
Crusade, or BGMC for short. By helping
BGMC, they’re helping spread the gospel
around the world!

BGMC is about more than just raising
missions money; it’s about training
missions givers for the future. Use this
guide to help your child discover the joy
of being a missions giver.

Why not take this as an opportunity to
teach your child basic money-manage-
ment skills? Giving to God and to
missions first could be the beginning of
helping your child develop a budget for
his or her overall spending.
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Following some of these suggestions for
raising funds, your child can learn the joy
of earning his or her own money. With
your help your child can learn how to
make responsible financial decisions and
invest his or her money wisely, putting
the Kingdom of God first.

Help your child set a realistic, achievable
goal for his or her giving for the year. The
kids of Northern California and Nevada
are setting a goal of $5 per month per
kid. To get your child off to a good start,
help him or her to choose a small, easy
project to do at first. The child needs to
do something appropriate for his or her
age and level of maturity. Once the child
tastes success, he or she will be ready to
do even bigger projects for BGMC.



Hey, Kids!
PICK YOUR PROJECT
Hey, kids, you can help Captain Commis-
sion and Buddy Barrel reach the world.
Here’ s over fifty ways you can raise
money. You can make a difference. You
can be a missions giver and help BGMC
reach kids around the world!

Every kid should make an annual pledge to BGMC. A
pledge is an amount of money that you think you can
raise, with God’s help, and give to BGMC over the next
year. Remember that big goals are achievable if you
spread out the task over a long period of time. Have you
ever heard the question “How can you eat an elephant?”
The answer is a simple: “One bite at a time.” Don’t be
afraid of large amounts of money. Spread out over a
year, even little kids can do big things for God! For
example, suppose you pledged $60 for the year. That
seems like a lot until you realize you can spread it out over
12 months. That’s just $5 a month or about $1.25 a week.

It would be a good idea to talk over your pledge with
your parents. You want your pledge to be something you
can manage at your age and skill level. You may want to
do some fund-raising projects just for BGMC. You may
decide to just give BGMC a certain part or percentage of
everything you make through the year. For example, you
may decide to give BGMC 20 percent, or $2 out of
every $10 you make. Suppose you get paid $12 for doing
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some yard work for a neighbor. First, deduct your
expenses. In this case, say you spent $2 for gas to run
the lawn mower. That means you made $10 profit, and
20 percent of $10 is $2. That’s what BGMC gets. You
get to use the rest for whatever else you want.

“I’m Raising Money For Missions!”

If you’re using missions to persuade
people to help you raise money, be
honest if you are telling them how you
are going to use the money. For example,
if you’ve decided to give BGMC 50
percent of everything you make, then you
really shouldn’t tell people all the profit
you make is going to missions. You
should say that is your gift to BGMC only
if you’ve decided to give all of the profit
to missions. If you are giving half or any
other portion of your profit to missions,
make that clear.

“Can I Borrow That?”

Always check with the owner before using any equipment
or supplies for your project. Make sure they get returned
to the right place when you’re done. Check them to see
that they are clean, in good repair, and in as good a
condition, or better, than when you started to use them.
If you always do this, then your parents or others
probably won’t hesitate to let you use them the next
time you need them for a project.

Take A Note...

If you are doing a job for someone else,
it’s a good idea to take notes. Write
everything they want done. Make a list
on a sheet of paper, showing the things
that are to be done and the price they
agree to pay you for your services. Have
the person look over your list and sign it
or initial it before you start the work.
That will help avoid misunderstandings
later over what you were supposed to do
and what you were to be paid for it. It
will also help you get the job done
completely and show the person that you
are serious about your work. You may
want to use the list form provided at the
end of this book!
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Around the House
Many jobs and projects can be found
around your own home. You can do some
of these as a way to earn a regular weekly
allowance, or you may do some of these
as special jobs to earn extra money.

Whatever arrangements you make with your family,
you’ll need to know how to do the jobs you take on.
Here are some basic pointers for familiar tasks.

When using home appliances, make sure you understand
the proper, safe way to use them. This is for your own
safety and so you don’t damage the equipment or
appliances. For example, if you’re using the washing
machine, make sure you’ve been shown how to sort the
clothes and how to know the proper amount of clothes
that make up a load. You’ll need to know how much
detergent to put into the machine. You should also know
how to work the controls and settings of the machine.

It’s a good idea to attach a sheet of instructions to the
dishwasher, washing machine, dryer, and other appli-
ances you are likely to use. For example, do you know
what to do if the vacuum cleaner clogs or how to
change the bag when it’s full? Do you know what
cleaning agents are good for some jobs but not for
others? If you don’t know, you could endanger yourself
or possibly destroy or damage things in your home.



Clean Ceiling Fans

Those dust bunnies are up there, waiting
for you, clinging to the fan blades. People
will pay you to clean them away.

Clean Your Room

This could be made part of your allowance package.
Keep those clothes off the floor and the toys and books
on the shelf and earn some cash.

Clean Out The Garage

Got the gift of organization? Mountains of things are
waiting for your gentle touch. Straighten the junk and
sweep the floor.

Clean The Windows and Screens

What adult on the planet has time to
clean his windows? There’s a big market
for kids who are willing to break out the
bucket and soap. Just say, “Yes, of course
I do windows!”

Cook

Why not give Mom a hand in the kitchen
as part of your allowance package? Plus,
you’ll get a head start on your career as a
famous chef.
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Dust

Grab a rag and make a pledge to wipe out dust bunnies
everywhere. Remember to handle whatnots and
breakables with extreme care. If not, you may lose
money instead of making it. Remember the rule: “You
break it, you bought it.”

Earn Good Grades

Why not strike a deal with Mom and Dad; for every
good grade you make, you earn some money.

Iron

Get the wrinkles out of your relationship
with Mom. Help her with that pile of
ironing that needs to be done. For added
incentive, you could make this part of
your allowance package or work
out a price per piece that you iron.

Polish Silver

Put the polish on that tarnished tea set. Buff the shine
on those brass pieces and put some silver in your BGMC
barrel.

Shine Shoes

You can be the local “shoe-shine boy.” Every home has
shoes that are crying out for love. Remember to take this
job outside or put down plenty of newspapers so you
shine the shoes and not the floor.



Take Out The Trash

This is a job that Dad will be glad to give
up. This can be a part of the weekly
chores you do. Or make an arrangement
that when you haul out the trash, you
haul in the dough.

Vacuum

This is a job that can be done every day. Always check
the bag to make sure it’s not too full. Mom will welcome
your help with this job again and again.

Wash The Dishes

This job is a never-ending battle against
grime and slime. Talk about job security!
Learn to turn those dishes and you can
turn lots of cash for BGMC.

Wash Clothes

You can help gather, wash, and sort the
clothes. Remember: This job is not done
until the clothes are folded or hung up
and put away.
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Automotive
Before doing anything around a car, have
an adult make sure that the gear is in
park and the emergency brake is secure.
Be sure you check with an adult before
you put on an automobile any kind of
cleaner, polish, lubricants, or any other
chemicals or products that you are working
with. Remember also that most insurance
companies will not cover accidents
involving unlicensed minors as drivers of
the vehicle. Leave the driving to adults.

Car Wax

Wax on; wax off. Get good at this job and you’ll never
run out of customers. If you want to get serious about
this job, you may want to consider investing in an
electric polisher/buffer unit. If you’re serious about
winning the next karate tournament, just keep doing it
by hand.

Change Oil

This one would be for older kids only. You’d definitely
need help from an adult the first few times you do this.
If you can handle it, just think of all the cars out there
that would be waiting for you. And every 2,000 to
3,000 miles they’d be ready for another oil change!

Vacuum

Almost every kid can handle cleaning
out the trash and vacuuming a car. Make
sure you don’t throw away any important
papers that are in the car, such as receipts
or bank deposits. To be sure, let the
owner go through all the trash and
objects you take out of the car and
dispose of it himself. For an added
touch, wipe the dash and plastic surfaces
with furniture polish or an automotive
protective spray.

Wash The Car

You can have fun in the sun with this one. Make sure
you don’t use any brushes or strong soaps that will harm
the car’s paint finish. Do a good job on every car and
word about your work will get around. You’ll be so busy
that your fingertips will stay wrinkled.

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Computers
Before you log on, be sure to have
permission to use the computer. If you go
on the Internet, be sure to obey your
parents’ guidelines on what sites you can
visit. Remember: NEVER give out per-
sonal information, such as your name or
address to anyone while you are on the
Internet.

Internet Research

Many times adults need information on certain subjects
or travel arrangements. Why not set up a service where
you can do it for them? You could charge a certain
amount per hour of research.

Tutor On The Computer

Navigating the computer comes almost natural for the
“net” generation. Why not offer to teach and train
others? You could charge by the hour or by the program
or skill that you teach or demonstrate. Adults will jump
at this one. Don’t forget younger kids. Many parents
would pay you to tutor their children.

In the Great Outdoors
Get permission before you use any tools
or equipment. Make sure you return
equipment and tools to the right
location when you’re done. Be careful
to see that they are clean and in as
good, or better condition, as when you
started using them. Be sure that you
have been shown the right, safe way to
use power mower equipment or electric
power tools, such as hedge clippers.
Make sure you always wear safety
glasses when using any kind of tools.
It’s a good idea to have a friend or
someone around the area while you’re
working with power equipment in case
there is an accident or you need help.

Clean Up Limbs And Debris

Fill up your Radio Flyer wagon with
junk from the yard, and you can fill up
your yellow barrel with some cash.

Edge The Lawn

Take the edge off of somebody’s
yard workload by edging his lawn.
If you don’t have an edging machine, you can use a
Weed Wacker machine turned sideways to do the
edging. Get an adult to train you for this one.
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Hedge Trimming

Some people can’t handle the “drudgeries” of trimming
their “hedgeries.” That’s where you come in. To get
repeat business on this job, make sure you clean up all
the trimmings when you’re done.

Mow The Lawn

As long as green grass grows, there will
be lawns to mow. Make sure you don’t
miss places and that you rake up the piles
of cut grass when you’re done.

Mulch Spreading

Mulch materials are made of tree bark or wood chips.
When you spread them around plants and flowerbeds,
they help control weeds and keep plants from drying out
too much in the sun. You can handle this one.

Plant Flowers

Got a green thumb? Plant some green
stuff in your BGMC barrel by helping
someone plant some flowers.

Rake Leaves

This is definitely seasonal work. When the leaves fall in
the fall, the cash can fall in your barrel. Rake in the
leaves; rake in the dough.



Shovel Snow

Believe it or not, there are places in California and
Nevada where it snows! People will pay to get out of this
job. That means you can make some good money
getting those sidewalks and driveways cleaned off.

Stack Firewood

Just think of the firewood as very big Lincoln Logs. Move
‘em. Stack ‘em. Have fun rackin’ up money for BGMC.

Sweep

Think about how many miles of sidewalks
and driveways there are in this country.
How many of them are dirty? This project
should be a sweeping success.

Trash Pick-Up And Removal

Pick up the trash and get some cash. Fill the trash barrel
and then you can fill your BGMC barrel.

Water Plants

Thirsty plants need lots of water. Make a splash and earn
some cash. This could also work for indoor plants. Look
for neighbors who are going out of town and need
someone to care for their plants while they’re away.

Weed Flowerbeds

Death to the uninvited guests in the flowerbed! When
they see you coming, the weeds will weep.
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It’s a Beautiful Way in the Neigh-
borhood
You don’t have to have a regular “real” job to earn some
money. You can find work—for every day or just now
and then—even in your own neighborhood. Put your
mind to it and you can follow these moneymaking ideas
or come up with your own. Before you sign up for any
kind of a job outside your home, though, check with
your parents. Be prepared to stick with the job and
complete it to the best of your ability. If you agree to a
certain price for a job, hold to it even if it takes you
longer or it’s harder than you expected. You can always
charge more the next time you do the job. Soon, word
will get around the block that you’re a great worker and
more jobs will come your way.

To round up business, you might want to make a list of
the services you offer. You could print it neatly and make
photocopies of it. If you have access to a computer word
processor, use that to make your list look more profes-
sional and to get even better results.

Collect Bottles Or Aluminum Cans

Recycling is a great way to save our
natural resources, and you can even make
money at it. Check in the yellow pages
under “Recycling” to get information
about recycling centers in your area.



Golf Club Cleaning

Most golfers are too busy to clean their equipment when
the game is over. That’s where you come in. Why not
offer a complete service of cleaning clubs, shoes, and
golf bags?

Newspaper Recycling

Some newspaper recyclers will furnish a
collection unit. They are just looking for a
place to locate it. They’ll even come and
pick it up, then send you a check. Look in
your yellow pages under “Recycling” for
more information.

Reading To Younger Children

You can help busy parents by being available to read to
their children. You could also help other kids’ reading
skills by helping them to read a book aloud.

Running Errands

On foot or on your bike you can run a pick-up-and-
delivery service. This could be especially helpful for the
elderly.

Shopping For Neighbors

Quick trips to the corner market for the elderly or for
busy housewives could be very helpful. Do the dash and
earn some cash.
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Taking Out The Garbage

Many busy neighbors would be willing to
pay you to put out their garbage cans. Let
all your neighbors know this is something
you could do regularly or if they’re away
on a trip or vacation.

Tutoring Other Children

Turn those brains into bucks. You can help other kids
with their “readin, ritin, and rithmetic.”

Watering Plants and Lawns

Many of your neighbors are busy and on the run. They’d
like to come home to a nice, green yard and healthy
plants, but they may not have time to water and care for
them. You can offer them care to spare. This would be
especially helpful when they’re away on vacations on
business trips.

Yard Work

Some people just don’t have a green thumb. They may
be too busy or gone too much to keep up their yard.
They might pay you to take care of their yard. You could
offer a full range of help, including mowing, raking,
hedge trimming, and watering.



Pets and Animals
Kids and animals go together like peanut
butter and jelly. If you really love animals,
why not make money doing something
you enjoy?

Dog Walking

You’ll definitely be Y2Canine compliant if
you take on this job. You’ll be a dog’s best
friend if you take him out for a stroll.
Neighborhood pets need exercise, especially
if they are kept in a house or an apartment
all day while their owners are at work.

Pet Sitting

Most pet lovers hate to leave their friends
behind when they’re out of town. It won’t
be nearly so hard if they know you’ll be
there to give their pets some tender
loving care. When taking on these jobs,
make sure you get written instructions
about when, where, what, and how
much to feed the pets.
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Pet Washing and Grooming

Why not open your own pet salon?
You can help owners take care of
their pets and earn lots of cash.
Don’t forget about fish owners. Why
not start an aquarium-cleaning service?

Scoop Patrolling

You can be a super-duper pooper-scooper
and shovel your way to success for BGMC
barrel. Keep the dog walk clean and clean
up some cash.



Sellin’ Stuff
You, too, can discover the joys of the open market and
capitalism in America. People will buy just about
anything. That means you can sell just about anything.
If you’re setting up at a certain location, be sure to
check with your city or county offices about their laws
and regulations about selling on the street or in public
places. If you go door-to-door, never go alone; take an
adult or at least another friend with you. Never go into
someone’s house for any reason.

Baked Goods

The toughest thing about this is resisting
eating up all the profits. If you can keep
your hands off the cakes, pies, and
cupcakes, you can sell them for big
profits. Many major department stores,
such as Wal-Mart, will allow you to set
up a table at their entrances. Check with
your local store manager for details.

Baseball Cards

Got a big collection of old baseball cards? Some of
them might be worth a lot to collectors. Why not sell
them and give some, or all, of the proceeds to BGMC?
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Candy Bars

You can buy candy bars at reduced prices from a whole-
saler or distributor. You can then sell them in your school
or neighborhood at a profit. Be sure to check with your
principle or school office to find out about their policies
before you bring items to sell on campus.

Craft Items

If you enjoy arts and crafts, there’s probably something
you can make and sell. Make sure you keep track of all
your expenses in making an item so you can make sure
you are producing it at a profit. You’ll do best with this if
you provide products that go with the seasons.

Flowers

Grow your own flowers or buy them from a wholesaler.
Take orders before special holidays, such as Valentine’s
Day. Then you can purchase only what you need.

Fruit or Vegetables

Grow vegetables in your garden or buy them from a
wholesaler. You’ll have your own “vegetales” to tell when
the profits come rolling in for BGMC.

Garage Sale

One man’s trash is another man’s treasure. Don’t throw
it out. Wait and see if someone will buy it from you in a
garage sale. The toys you don’t play with anymore could
bring lots of money for BGMC.



Lemonade

This is a classic idea: a kid’s lemonade
stand. On a hot day you can really rack up
with this one.

Popcorn

Ever since the Indian Squanto taught the
Pilgrims how to make popcorn, people in
America have been in love with it. For
extra appeal you can add caramel,
peanuts, or other toppings.

Used Golf Balls

If you can gain access to a golf course and you like
diving in natural water, this job is for you. Golf balls are
pulled like a magnet to water hazards. They are also
attracted to high grass and wooded areas. If you can find
them, you can clean up the balls and sell them.
