4. Review your contact and personal information, and correct if needed. 

5. Answer questions 1-9 (or, if retired, the Statement of Fundamental Truths item). 

6. If General Council dues are owed, either pay your dues online, or write a check 

made payable to the General Council, when sending both General Council and 

District Council renewal forms to your district office.   

7. If District Council dues or renewal fee are owed, write a separate check to your 

District. 

8. Print and sign both the General Council and the District Council copies.   

9. Remember to enclose payment(s), if applicable. 

10. Mail both renewal forms and checks to your District Council office postmarked no
